Pool hours for this year are posted in a separate message.  We are now providing pool use in a “SWIM AT YOUR OWN RISK” environment where there will be an attendant for only certain times that the pool is open.  At other times, residents and guests may use the pool, however, no attendant will be present.

Admittance to the pool requires a key and the proper execution of a signed  Pool Usage Rules and Regulations Receipt and Recognition form.

The pool attendant may, at his/her discretion, close the pool during periods of inclement weather or at any time that the health and safety of the members are endangered.  If the pool is unattended, all pool users should exit the pool once lightning is seen or thunder heard and not re-enter until 15 minutes after the last instance of inclement weather conditions.   

You must use your key to gain access to the pool area.  Residents should not open the gate for unknown persons to enter the pool.  All residents are required to sign in when they arrive at the pool, so we can keep track of the pool usage.  

Adult members are welcome to bring guests. When bringing guests to WL pool, you are accepting responsibility for their behavior and safety.    

All children under 10 years of age must be accompanied by a member or guest who is at least 16 years of age and who will provide careful supervision of the younger child.

Children who are 10 years and older, who have passed a swim test administered by the pool attendant will be admitted to the pool without a member or guest.   However, no child under 16 years of age shall be allowed in the pool area when the pool is unattended.

The pool attendant will have the authority to maintain discipline in the pool area at all times.  Persons engaging in the following: theft, vandalism, fighting, tripping, stripping, vulgar or profane language, or presence while under the influence of alcohol or drugs, will be asked to leave the pool immediately.  Any member or guest damaging pool property will have their pool privileges revoked for the rest of the year.  Additionally the member or guest, or their responsible guardian, will be responsible in full for the damages inflicted by the member or guest. In 2005, the HOA unanimously decided that if any of the additionally noted offences occur, the following penalties will be given out:

First offence, the President of the Board will contact parents/guardians

Second offence, the offender will be banned from the pool for one week

Third offence the offender’s pool privileges will be revoked for the remainder of the summer.  

Admission to the pool area may be denied to any person having a skin infection, cold, conjunctivitis, nasal or ear discharge, communicable disease, excessive sunburn, open sores or bandage of any kind.  Admission will be permitted with a note from a Doctor indicating the condition is not hazardous or harmful to others.

The refrigerator is for the general use of residents who wish to temporarily store foods while at the pool.  In order to ensure that the refrigerator is not misused, the following rules shall be observed:

Dry off before entering the kitchen. 

Label any containers in the refrigerator with your name.

All food should be removed from the refrigerator by each Monday night.  This will allow people to keep food over long weekends when families may use the pool on back-to-back days.

The pool committee shall be responsible for disposing of any food in the refrigerator by Tuesday mornings.  (They may have the pool attendant do this at their discretion.)

DO NOT LEAVE ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES IN THE REFRIGERATOR

Do not take any food out of the refrigerator that does not belong to you!

Pets are not allowed in the pool, clubhouse, or play areas.

Use of the pool is permitted for the use of swim parties.  During normal pool hours parties of 25 or more will require an additional pool attendant.  Swim parties after normal hours require a pool attendant.  In both cases, the cost of the additional pool attendant(s) will be the responsibility of the person or persons hosting the party.  Prior arrangements must be made at least 10 days in advance of the party with the appropriate committee member.  Anyone holding a party at the pool will be responsible for the cleanup of the pool area and kitchen immediately following the party.  A refundable security deposit of $500.00 is required. Any child not potty-trained, having a history or accidents or under the age of 3 years, must wear a swim diaper when utilizing the pool.  If there is an accident in the pool, the parent or guardian will be financially responsible for any clean-up or maintenance fees associated with restoring the pool to health code.  This will include lifeguard lost wages for the closing of the pool.  

2009 Pool Rules

The pool attendant will exercise his/her discretion in allowing or disallowing the use of such items as diving masks, snorkels, balls, rafts and inner tubes.

Absolutely no baby diapers are permitted in either pool.  Plastic pants or swim diapers are mandatory for all children who are not toilet trained.  

Absolutely no running on the pool deck.

Absolutely no diving is allowed in the shallow end of the pool.

Absolutely no forward-flips, back-flips, back dives or back-jumps off the side of the pool.  Forward racing dives, cannonballs, and canopeners will be allowed in the DEEP END ONLY.

Absolutely no jumping in the baby pool.

Children who are 5 years old and younger are permitted to use the baby pool with a member or guest who is 16 years or older.  The pool attendant is not responsible for supervision of the baby pool. Children over the age of 5 are not permitted in the baby pool unless they are acting as “mother’s helpers”.  

Each hour during attended hours, there will be a mandatory 10 minute rest period in both pools for all swimmers under 16 years of age.

Food and drinks are not allowed in the pool.  Food and drinks are permitted away from the water at the tables and chairs provided.  Neither gum nor glass containers of any kind are permitted in the pool area.  Members and guests are responsible for cleaning up all of their food and belongings before leaving the pool area.

Any person who crawls under or climbs over the fence will be prosecuted for trespassing and will lose his/her pool privileges until reinstated in writing by the pool committee.

Smoking is not allowed at or in the pool area.  

Admission to the pool will be denied to any intoxicated person.

The consequences of non-compliance with the above pool rules will be at the discretion of the pool attendant and the pool committee.

The pool is currently under video surveillance; anyone caught using the pool or in the pool area after hours, will be turned over to the authorities for trespassing.
